3. Ensure that the panels are laid on a non-abrasive surface when assembling.

First, check the diagonal of the cabinet by measuring the two distances indicated by the red,
broken lines. They should be equal. If not, twist the cabinet accordingly in the diagonal corners as
shown until an equal value is achieved. After, place the APC 1 hangers in the shown positions
ensuring that the shaded areas are flush with each other. Then, secure panel H to panel C using
Screw 3.5 X 16mm (5) and panel G to panel D, through the APC 1 hangers, using Screw 4 X 30mm
(2). Reinforce the APC 1 hangers and panel G in the shown positions using Screw 3.5 X 16mm.
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The broken lines indicate the outer boundaries of the wall cabinet. Mark the drill points on the wall
with respect to the hanging position of the wall cabinet. Refer to Det. § for dimensions. Then, using
an 8mm Drill Bit, drill 80mm deep holes through the marked positions on the wall ensuring that the

drill bit is perpendicular to the wall surface.

STEP 8

1) Separate the yellow plug from the nail in anchor and, using a rubber mallet, gently knock in the

plug into the holes drilled in Step 5.

ll) Place the APC 1 wall plates on the wall. Align the oval holes on the wall plate with the plugs.
lll) Screw the nail in anchor into the yellow plug.

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In-depth Adjustment

Hang the wall cabinet on the wall by hooking the APC 1 Hangers onto the APC 1 wall plates. See
Det. 7. Also see Det. 7 for adjustment details.
